In the process, many people learn to embrace a life of 
faith.  Hebrews 11:6 says, “But without faith it is impossible to 
please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He 
is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him 
(NKJV).“  That is one of our goals as a ministry - to build this “faith 
walk” principle in people.   An important part of this faith endeav-
or is making the needs known to the rest of the Body of Christ.
 Here is some good news.  We were recently offered 
a matching gift fund for 2008!   One of our supporters of-
fered to match all general donations that come in to our ministry 
up to $20,000.

Our goal is to eventually purchase a property in Alaska 
to be used as a base of operations to house all of our tools and 
supplies that we are currently storing in various locations.  We 
also want to increase opportunities for more teams in the future.
